This Memorandum of Understanding is entered into agreement on the 6th  day of May 2011 between the Windham Exempted Village Board of Education (hereinafter the “Board”) and the Windham Teachers Association (hereinafter the “WTA”).

Employees under contract for the 2010-2011school year whose contract is reduced to less than 80% but more than 40% will be eligible for the following:

A. Single coverage benefits package as outlined by the negotiated agreement.  Employees under this clause who wish family coverage through the Board policy may do so at their own expense.

B. A minimum planning time of 100 minutes per week, and a thirty (30) minute lunch when their work day five (5) hours or more.

Employees affected by this reduction may be subject to a modified school day schedule.
