Correspondence: A letter from a frustrated parent was distributed to the board. The situation in question has been resolved. Board of Education President, Bill Hickman: Stacey Best has secured our school as an official ACT testing site.  This is a wonderful opportunity for our students to be able to test here at Windham High School.  The next three testing dates are February 12, 2011, April 9, 2011, and June 11, 2011.

The Choir concerts were held at the JHS/HS and at KT and were as usual a success.   

The Junior/Senior Band concert is being held right now in the auditeria. 

Winter Break begins tomorrow and school will resume on January 3, 2011 
Maplewood Career Representative, Darryl McGuire: The next board meeting is tonight. Everything is on course. Christmas in the Woods grossed approximately $14,000. 
On a health insurance note: Local pharmacists are being told that Ohio school employees are going to be made to use online prescriptions which will have an adverse effect on our local pharmacies.
Legislative Liaison, Terrie Altiere: no information at this time
Superintendent, Gregg Isler: Distributed 2 hour delay scheduling format.  I volunteered us at SPARCC meeting for a pilot program regarding calamity days online for next school year. 
Community Action Council contacted us about possibly participating in a grant with Kent State that has been piloted at Canton City Schools. They would provide financial aid workshops, taking students to visit colleges, resources for parents, mentors for kids, etc… There is also possibility for a grant for 21st century learning with them. We may also have the opportunity to offer dual credit options with our current post secondary participation there. It’s one half of the cost. We may be getting some teachers certified and Kent may be offering us free online electives for next year.
HS/JHS Principal, Michael Chaffee: Thank you to Stacey Best and Pat Stevenson for organizing a gift tree for our students. Thank you to our staff for their generous contributions and also the NHS for their annual Toys for Tots Campaign and Silver War. 
Congratulations to Danielle Hickman for being selected to represent Windham High School at the Liberty Bowl in Memphis as our homecoming queen. Also, congratulations to Danielle for being our Wendy Heisman Award Winner and representing us so well at the State Coaches Volleyball All-Star Match, and for being the Teen Board Portage County Student of the Month.

Congratulations to Caitlyn Isler for being the WKYC Player of the Week.

There will be a free Victory Dance following tomorrow night’s basketball game for Windham High School students only. Music will be provided by Brian Shanower.

I met with the student body to discuss a decline in their grades during the second grading period. I instituted a detention policy for any homework that wasn’t turned in and I also instituted a study table program for any students with failing grades who are participating in any extracurricular activities.

Our next wave of our ARRA JH Technology Grant equipment has arrived including mobile laptops, smart slates, and smart clickers.
The staff is continuing to include project based programs in the classroom, i.e. human wax museum, classroom blogs, bread box projects, catapult projects, web pages, and cell cities projects.

The staff is working to install teacher pages on the new website. Our next meeting for our Student Advocacy Team is tomorrow.

KT Principal, Joanne Brookover: KT has four representatives who qualify for the Portage County Math 24 Tournament: 4th grade – Adam Chambers and Rebekah Stout; 5th Grade – Robert Rigg and Sam Speicher.

The Building Leadership Team is working on monitoring procedures for our action plan. We also have staff members serving as mentors to their colleagues as we continue to implement our data-driven instructional interventions.

Staff members have again been generous in our giving tree program for the holiday season. We would like to acknowledge Pat Stevenson for coordinating this service to our families.

I believe we have an electrical issue affecting the bells. They are going off at random times during the day. We are going to have somebody look at it. This may be the reason the original system stopped working.
Director of Exceptionalities, Marilee Mansfield: was absent from the meeting.
Supervisor of Maintenance and Transportation, Craig Alderman: We have been busy snow plowing. The equipment is holding up and we only have one instance of snow load on the roof and it is better than it has been in the past. We have one leak in one room off the library.  We’ll see how it goes when it starts to melt.  
The buses are doing great. Be aware that we transport to 6 schools so those schools must be notified when we have a 2 hour delay.
La Brae had a surprise bus check and the troopers took two buses off the road for kids in aisle with only 46 kids on a bus. They considered that to be overloaded for safety. We better be sure the aisles are clear.
Treasurer and Cafeteria Supervisor, Dawn Altman: Kasich is saying that he plans to return our calamity days back to five once he gets in office. He also mentioned giving schools with an excellent rating six or seven snow days.

An email requesting input regarding Ohio’s collective bargaining laws was dispersed and discussed.

A Q&A session was scheduled for employees at KT on January 4 at 3:30. The possibility of a board work session is also probably for January.

I joined a new co-op today with the hope of saving more money on supplies and materials. This purchasing co-op is called the U.S. Communities Government Purchasing Alliance. I have also heard a new co-op will be formed to purchase diesel fuel. We currently participate in a number of co-ops for various services including electricity, natural gas, workers’ compensation, health insurance, liability insurance, bread and milk, maintenance supplies, etc…

12. To prepare for negotiations or bargaining sessions with public employees concerning their compensation or other terms and conditions of their employment.

13. To conduct negotiations or bargaining sessions with public employees concerning their compensation or other terms and conditions of their employment.

14. To review negotiations or bargaining sessions with public employees concerning their compensation or other terms and conditions of their employment.
15. To consider matters required to be kept confidential by federal law or rules or state statutes.

16. To discuss details relative to the security arrangements and emergency response protocols for the board of education.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Windham Exempted Village School District Board of Education, by a majority of the quorum present at this 

meeting, does hereby declare its intention to hold an executive session of item 15 as listed above.
